The scores posted in Laughlin are not in the SCGA system yet, except those 
posted via the internet.  Therefore, I have not veriþ ed posting accuracy. 
I have checked all of the scorecards. Here are some details.  There were 
68 players entered, 45 were Royal Vista members.  Of the 45 members, 29 
played from the Gold tees and 16 played from the Whites.  In reviewing the 
scorecards, there were 17 scores that need adjustments for posting out of 
the 90 total scores.

I will check the posted scores when they become available in the SCGA 
system.  I will make corrections and post all other scores as required.  This 
will not happen until November.  The scores posted in Laughlin will not show 
up in our system until then.  I will return all scorecards to Larry along with 
my notes.  If you have any issues, see Larry or myself.  I will be happy to 
correct any/all errors, if appropriate.
